Our diocese uses 4 seminary formation programs:

Mount St. Mary, Emmitsburg, MD 9 men 
North American College, Rome Italy  3 men 
 
The average cost of education for each seminarian 
is $36,566. The vocation budget for the diocese is 
$1.6 million, or 25% of the diocesan operating 
budget. This is truly a worthy extra collection for your 
support. It is an investment in our future by 
supporting future priests.  
I wrote a personal check for $200 for the 2018 
Bishopôs Appeal for Vocations. Please prayerfully 
consider a generous gift this year. 
Financially, we must meet the parish goal from 
individual contributors or a check from our parish 
account. Last year our parish had to make up the 
difference in the amount of $3,045. Again, more 
families participating will allow us to meet our goal.
